· Project EverGreen will coordinate matching local providers with families. This enables the provider to work with only one family or as many as they choose.

· Participants will receive a special "MissionKit," complete with marketing and promotional materials as well as a business blueprint for using the program to generate favorable exposure for their services.
· Lawn and landscape contractors do not need to be contributors to Project EverGreen to participate, although voluntary contributions are appreciated.
