We’re always looking for more volunteers to come forward for this great program.” 

“There is no cost or obligation to families who apply to participate in GreenCare for Troops,” Gardner said. “Project EverGreen makes every effort to link families in need with local lawn and landscape firms or community volunteers who have indicated a desire to help. However, since this is strictly a volunteer program, we cannot guarantee assistance to everyone who applies.”

According to Gardner, the appreciation expressed by service personnel and their families has been most gratifying. “We even had one soldier serving in Iraq ask us to send him a Project EverGreen banner to display—and we were happy to oblige.”
